Eligibility: 

1. Any high school junior or senior student is eligible for the program provided he or she has 
not previously been a delegate to Washington Week and has not received a USSYP 
scholarship. The student is required to be currently serving in an elected or appointed 
capacity in any one of the following student government, civic or educational 
organizations: 

 
a) Student Body President, Vice President, Secretary or Treasurer 

 
b) Class President, Vice President, Secretary or Treasurer 

 
c) Student Council Representative 

 
d) Student representative elected or appointed (appointed by a panel, commission 

or board) to district, regional or state-level civic or educational organization. 
 

2. Each student must be a PERMANENT RESIDENT of the United States and currently 
enrolled in a public or private secondary school located in the state (including for these 
purposes the District of Columbia) in which either one of his or her parents or guardians 
legally resides. A student attending a school which is located in a state other than the 
state of legal residence of either one of such student's parents or guardians is not 
eligible.
