SCCC POSTER DESIGN COMPETITION 

Seattle Central Community College invites all current SCCC students and recent SCCC graduates who are talented in visual design to participate in a design competition to create posters of its “Mission & Values” and “Learning Outcomes.” There is an award of $500 for the winning entry. The winner of the contest must assign all right, title, and interest in the materials submitted to the College, including all intellectual property rights, in return for the $500 prize.  The winner must also warrant and represent that he or she has all rights and permissions, including intellectual property rights, moral rights and rights of publicity in the materials submitted in this contest.
Instructions
The design includes two separate posters:  one for the college’s “Mission and Values” and one for student “Learning Outcomes.” Required text: 2009 Poster Design Content   (http://seattlecentral.edu/users/crc/Assessment) 
Both posters will be framed, matted, and posted throughout the campus. Additionally, the design will be posted on the school website. The design must be professional and timeless; it must stand the test of time and will likely be unchanged for 10 years or more.  

Mandatory elements:

· The Seattle Central logo must be visible on each poster. The logo must adhere to Seattle Central logo guidelines (http://seattlecentral.edu/brandcentral).

· The official school color, PMS 640/C=100 K=22, should be a prominent part of the design.

· Must be horizontal format and consist of two posters, one poster “Mission & Values,” the other “Learning Outcomes.” The two posters should align as a cohesive spread. (If the two posters also work cohesively in a vertical format in addition to the mandatory horizontal format, that is certainly acceptable and beneficial.)
· Seattle Central retains all rights to usage of the posters.

· If images are used, they must become the legal property of Seattle Central. If third party images are used, designer must document information and or legal rights for usage.

· Bitmap images must be 300 dpi.at-100% size.  

· Acceptable software: Adobe InDesign, Illustrator and/or Photoshop. Final artwork should be convertible to CMYK.

· Typography should be in vector form, either in Adobe Illustrator or InDesign.

Recommended:
· Typeface: Seattle Central uses Myriad Pro in the logo and many of its publications. 

· The two posters should be 11”x17” 

· Avoid a design that draws too heavily from a single culture or influence. The design should reflect the entire Seattle Central community. Reflect on our core values:  accessible, diverse, responsive and innovative.

· It is recommended that you keep it simple and readable. 

· The design is different from the existing posters currently displayed on campus. 

Other elements:
· Designer may suggest frame and mat colors to complement the neutral wall colors of the college’s walls.

· Each person may submit more than one design.  Team work is welcome but the team members will have to share the award. 

· Designer is willing to accept minor change suggestions for the final product.

· The use of the winning design is determined by the President’s Cabinet.
